Artificial bait only. No live bait or “dead baiting” with the exception of composite baits (i.e.: pork, power bait, etc.)
Bag limit per team will be six (6) Largemouth and/or Smallmouth Bass with a minimum length of twelve (12) inches.
All boats must have a live well or re-circulatory system capable of supporting six (6) fish.

A two- tenths (.2) pound penalty will be deducted for a dead fish. This will be deducted from the total bag weight.
